End of Semester Exam
Block, Exam schedule &
Study Release

Well that time of the year when exams and
assignments start falling thick and fast is upon us
again, but to make the load on the boys as light as
possible and give them every opportunity to
succeed we will run a study release block for the
year 11 and 12 OP students.

During this block the Year 11 & 12 OP boys will
not be expected to be on campus but they will be
able to study from home or from their dorms. This
block will commence on Monday the 15 th of June,
9.00am and last until Thursday the 18 th of June,
period 6.

If staying at home or in the dorm is an
inconvenience, or if his dorm or home environment
is not conducive to study, then he is welcome to go
to the College library which has been set up
exclusively for the use of the year 11 and 12 OP
students for the period of the study block. He wil |
have full access to the computers, books and small
study rooms as required and he can effectively
spend his entire day utilizing those facilities.

If your son is a Non-OP student then he will be
expected to be in attendance every day of the study
block and in the main will be in regular classes. If
his classes are cancelled because he is one of a few
Non-OP students in an OP class, then he will be
required to attend the library for these lessons.

Please ensure that your son wears the College
academic uniform any time he is on campus and
remind him that the submission of assignments in
the last week is still his responsibility.

The exam schedule for the last week of the Term
is attached. You will note that it varies slightly
from the ‘Assessment Summaries’ distributed early
in Term One but this is always necessary to ensure
that the number of exams are limited to no more
than two per student, per day in the senior school.
The Year 8, 9 and 10 exams are only on the
schedule where the hall is going to be used as the
venue to run the examination. The dates for all of

the other Junior School exams can be found on the
‘Assessment Summaries.

Finally a few strategies that can help your son ar e
provided below. If you have the time please
discuss them with him.

1. Be sure to use the 10 minute perusal period
at the start of the exam.

2. Generate a word bank, rules file or formula
list in the ‘Memory Dump’ before reading the
questions.

3. Check the ‘Assessment Advice’ section. It
will provide strategies that can be used to
improve the quality of your response and gain
results of greater than a ‘C’ standard.

4, Make you highlighter your friend and
carefully identify the key statements or words in
each question.

5. Plan your responses in the planning space
before writing your answers.
6. Try to plan the amount of time that you will

spend on each question and don’t get bogged
down on any one question.

7. If you have a mental blank, leave it and
come back later.

8. Write in full sentences unless otherwise
instructed.

9. Never leave a question unanswered. If you
don’t know the answer, take the key words from
the question and write them in some other form
in the space provided.

10. Never finish early. Check and recheck your
responses. Replace simple words with higher
level language and look at the structure of your
sentences.

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HIN1 Influenza A (Human
Swine Influenza) — students
returning from Victoria

With the escalation of HIN1 Influenza A (Human
Swine Influenza) in Victoria, the seven-day time-
out period for school students and children in earl

childhood education and care centres has been
expanded to include those coming to Queensland

from Victoria.

The expansion of the seven-day time-out period to
include Victoria aims to help protect Queensland
students against the spread of Human Swine
Influenza.

It means students returning from visits to Victoria
will now face the same expectations for time-out as
students arriving in Queensland from the United
States of America, Canada, Panama and Japan,

who are asked to observe a seven=day time-out

before entering a Queensland school.

The new guidelines came into effect last Thursday
4 June, when the decision was announced.

If your child is returning from Victoria, or
planning a visit to Victoria in the near future,

please contact the school to discuss ways we can

minimize the impact on their schooling.

Our teachers will provide students with enough

work and direction so they can continue their
studies from home for the five days of school they
could miss.

The best way all of us can help prevent the spread
of infection this flu season is by ensuring that

everyone in your household and at school practices
good hygiene including:

Coughing or sneezing into tissues

Disposing of used tissues immediately after use
Washing hands frequently with liquid soap or
alcohol-based gel. Washing hands prior to and
after touching your eyes, nose or mouth.
